                      TORNADO / HURRICANE INFORMATION & SAFETY RULES:
                                                         Lock Down (Stay inside)

A Tornado Watch indicates a chance of dangerous weather with damaging winds. Be on the lookout for danger signs and be ready to move quickly to the interior  walls of the school.

A Tornado Warning indicates a tornado has been sighted nearby. All students and teachers should go at once to the interior walls of the school. No one is allowed in outdoor areas during a tornado warning.

Danger signs: 

A. Severe thunderstorms (thunder, lightning, heavy rain, strong wind )

B. Hail

C. Roaring noise

D. Funnel clouds ( dark, spinning “rope” or column from sky to ground )

· Teachers will be advised as to the various stages in the event of a tornado or hurricane. 

· There is an alarm for a Tornado or Hurricane drill. If for any reason the intercom fails, 

      then  megaphones will be used to alert the school. 

TORNADO / HURRICANE  WATCH  PROCEDURES:
1.  If you are in a portable building (classrooms) evacuate into the assigned building:

·   P-149 /   P-164  and   P-165  classes  to Cafeteria.
·   P-138 /   P-051  and   P-028  classes  to Media Center.
·  Coaches and P.E students outside on the court, inside the gym or on the P.E. field will return to their respective (boys or girls) locker rooms. No one is allowed to take cover in the gym.
2. Keep doors unlocked.

3. Close windows and outside doors.

4. All teachers must take count of all their students.

5. Do not make any phone calls.

TORNADO / HURRICANE WARNING PROCEDURES:

· All teachers and students inside the permanent building will move away from windows and doors. Position students against the wall in the “Duck and Cover” position.
1. Facing the wall, students should get down on their knees close to the wall.

2. Bend forward so that your head is just over your knees.

3. Cover the back of your head with your hands.

· If necessary, position students in (2) rows.

· All electrical devices should be turned off; blinds, doors, and windows closed.                                             

· Remain in “Duck and Cover” position until the “All Clear” is sounded.
· If you are caught outside, lie flat and face down on the ground in a ditch or ravine if possible.
· A first aid station will be set up in the Health Aide Office.
