Consequences for minor infractions: (talking, gum, disruptive behavior, etc.)

1.    Verbal warning




2    Note home




4.  Detention

3. Writing Assignment/Time Out

5.  Office Referral/Behavior Plan
Consequences for major infractions: (fighting, constant disruption, etc.)

1. Office Referral

*Parent contact will be made when necessary.

**The severity of the behavior may affect the step of the consequence.

***Other interventions may be used at teacher discretion.

Bellwork Procedure:

Bellwork is the timed daily activity you begin before the bell rings and continue after the bell rings.

1. Walk into the classroom and sit in your assigned seat quietly.  If the bellwork is on a handout, get the handout before you sit down.

2. Get out all materials that you need for class, included the previous night’s homework.  Everything!

3. Sharpen your pencil.

4. Copy down the homework assignment and academic focus/learning goal from the board.  Write the assignment down exactly as it appears on the board!  Agendas will be checked for completeness and parent signatures!

5. At your teacher’s discretion, you may have bellwork quizzes on announced dates.  You will be able to use all your bellworks for the quiz so keep them in order in your notebook.

Seeking Help Procedure:

1. Follow your teacher’s classroom procedures for seeking help.

2. Raise your hand without talking.
3. If your teacher is helping another student, wait patiently until he/she comes to you.  Work on other questions until they can help you.

4. Do not approach the teacher’s desk unless invited!

Classroom Interruption Procedure:

If the phone rings, if someone needs to see the teacher, or if there are any announcements, students are to continue working (this means no talking and staying in your seat!!).  When the teacher is occupied, it is expected that you will patiently wait your turn.  Please, do not interrupt.
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Restroom / Hall Pass Procedure:

You have 4 minutes between classes to use the restroom and get a drink of water.  If it is an emergency, you may be allowed to use the restroom.  
1. If the teacher allows you to go, open your agenda to the hall pass section.

2. For a pass to the restroom, fill out both the hall pass in the agenda & your Restroom Pass card.  Bring both to your teacher for him/her to sign.  You must take your agenda with you!

3. For a pass to another location {Dean’s Office, Guidance, etc.}, fill out your Agenda with the date and time in the appropriate place and have your teacher sign it.  Take it with the Agenda to be signed.

4. Do not distract others as you leave the room.

~There will be no passes given to get drinks of water unless it is necessary.  Remember that you are permitted to have a small water bottle with you in the classroom.  Use your passing period wisely!

Fire Drill Procedure:

During fire drills you are expected to:

1. Leave all materials in the classroom and line up at your assigned location quietly.

2. Quietly stay with your class and exit the room when the teacher tells you to go.

3. Walk to the designated area, find your teacher, and form a quiet single file line.

Homework Policy:

Carefully follow the procedures that each of your teachers will discuss with you.   Be sure to have homework ready to turn in on the due date given.  Most importantly, be sure to ask your teacher any question you have about the assignment BEFORE you leave for the day!

Copying or Cheating Policy:

Students caught cheating on any assignment, quiz, or test will receive a 0%/F.  Depending on the circumstance, you may receive other consequences.  Keep your eyes on your own paper and do not talk during a test or quiz.  Do not give your homework to someone to copy.  If you choose to do cheat, both you and the person who copied the assignment will receive a 0%/F.

Finishing Early Procedure:

*Have a book with you to read silently during these occasions.
*If you are caught doing work from another class during instruction time or current classwork time, the assignment will be taken away and kept on file by the teacher.

Extra Credit Work:

Extra credit work may be given at the teacher’s discretion.  If you complete all of the assigned work, there should be no need for extra credit work.  
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Absentee Policy (Make-up Work):

It is the student’s responsibility to get the work they missed.  Follow your teacher’s individual procedures for obtaining the work.  The student has two days per day absent to complete the work.  It is also the student’s responsibility to turn the completed work in to the teacher.
Tardy Policy:

If you are not completely in the classroom when the final bell rings, you are considered tardy.  If you are tardy to class, you must have a pass from a teacher or administrator with a legitimate excuse in order for it to be excused.  If you come to class and you do not have a pass, you will NOT be allowed to go back to the other teacher to receive a pass.  We will not call another teacher to obtain an excuse for you.  If you have an unexcused tardy, a consequence will result. You must always sign in to the tardy binder when you are tardy to class.
Dismissal Procedure:

You are to remain in your seat until your teacher dismisses the class.  You will not be dismissed until all materials are put away, the desks are straight, everything is picked up off the floor, and everyone in your seating area is seated.  Remember, the bell does not dismiss the class, the teacher does!!!

Miscellaneous Procedures:

1. Do not write, draw, etc. on the desks.  If you choose to vandalize school property, consequences will result.

2. The teacher’s desk is off limits.  Please do not touch anything on the desk or in the teacher’s work area.

3. No food, soda, or unauthorized candy in the classroom.  Each time you have food, soda, or unauthorized candy in the classroom, you will have to throw it away and a consequence will result.

4. There is to be no gum in the classroom!  If you have gum in the classroom, you will throw it out and a consequence will result.

5. Do not be disrespectful or disruptive to anyone on campus.

6. Profanity is neither acceptable nor to be used on campus.

6th Grade Supplies:

Listed below are the supplies that you are required to bring to school daily:

· Folders with prongs for loose-leaf paper

· Notebook dividers (enough for each class)
· Loose-leave paper (enough to supply you throughout the year).

· Pencils- ONLY pencils are to be used in math classes.  NO PENS!
· Daily reading material-a chapter book or novel

· Ruler (metric and customary)

· Protractor (for math)
· Dictionary (70,000 entries or more-otherwise you may not be able to find the variety of words you will learn this year)

· Thesaurus

· Art supplies-color pencils, scissors, glue sticks, etc. for Projects throughout the school year

· Note:  While liquid white-out is NOT allowed at school, some teachers may permit the use of correction tape
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Other supplies:

Students will also need to bring the following supplies to the appropriate teachers:

· Science: Hand Sanitizer {regular size} 

· Language Arts:  one ream {500 sheets} of plain white copy paper

· Math:  two boxes facial tissue

· Reading:  one package art/gum erasers & one 12-count package No. 2 pencils

· Social Studies:  1 med. package Modeling Clay {arts & crafts style, any colors} & one package white 3x5 index cards
